People of the Stockade
- Ernie Cohen -

The Stockade Association honored the late
Ernie Cohen during its General Meeting on Thursday,
September 16, 7pm at the First Reformed Church.
Mr. Cohen, one of the first property owners to recog-
nize the historic significance of the Stockade neigh-
borhood, helped found the Stockade Association as
well as the annual Villager's Outdoor Art Show. The
Association re-dedicated a refurbished plaque in Mr.
Cohen’s honor that will be located at its former spot
at the intersection of Front and North Church Street
in the Stockade.

Ernest Cohen, known as Ernie to his neigh-
bors and friends, was like many Stockade residents,
a non-native who moved here and fell in love with the
neighborhood. The difference was that Ernie, an art-
ist himself, had the vision to see historic beauty in the
neighborhood during the 1930’s when the old houses
were just old houses, often cut up into apartments
and in disrepair. The neighborhood at that time was
not the distinctive area it is today, but Ernie had the
foresight to fix up properties and convince others to
join in, over 20 years before the neighborhood was
designated New York’s first Historic District.

According to long time residents, Ernie was
well known for his love of art, poetry and other cul-
tural pursuits, his sense of humor and friendly man-
ner. He was missed when he passed away at the age
of 91 in 1985 after 50 years as a Stockade resident.
He was also a respected lawyer in Schenectady and
involved in community affairs.

The current members of the Board of the
Association are pleased to honor Ernie again.
