National Grid and the GCity of Schenectady have replaced 18
high-pressure sodium  streetlights  with  energy-efficient
Smart LED lights on Union Street between North Coliege
Street and Washington Avenue. The new LED streetlights
includge a mixture of soft-white (3000 kelvin) and daylight
temperature (4000 kelvin) bulbs

National Grid and the City will be issuing 2 community
survey for all local residents, business owners, and other
stakeholders to gather feedback from the community on
LED color preference and to use this guidance as a mooel
for the rest of the project. In addition, the City will be hosting

Continuing in
2019, National Grid will use its LED Conversion program 1o
replace approximately 4200 of the remaining streetlights
across the Gity over three years.

If you plan to be
away for an extended period of time, move your oar or make ar-
rangements with someone to move it In case of a heavy snowfall
while you are gone

All three churches allow ternporary short term parking. After
snowfalls that require plowing, neighbors may park only after
church lots are cleared Be advised that cars will be towed on
Sunday mormings and when space IS needed for church events,
These church lots are: St. George's on Gireen St., First Retormed
on the comer of Church and Front Streets; and First Presbyterian
on Union St

Snow Emergencies - Listen to the madio or TV to see if ther is
a Snow Emergency called. Watch for signs posted on the streets.
By 8pm or 8am all cars must be parked on the even-numbered
side of the street

For Union Street neighbors — Union Street Is our only priority
street in the Stockade. If you live on Union St you must move
your car with the accumulation of 3 inches or more of snowfall,
You can return your car to Union St. only after the entire length of
the street has been cleared of snow back to the curb.
